22 If I bad ot come and spoken
unto them, they had not had sin; but
now they have no cloak for their sin.

23 He that hateth me hateth my
Father also.

24 If I had not done among them
the works which nooe other man did,
they had not had sin: but now have
thev both secn and hated both me
und my Futher.

20 But this cometh fo pass, that
the word might be fulfilled that is
written iu their Jaw, They hated me
without u cause.

26 But when the Comforter is

12 While 1 was with them in the
world, I kept them in thy name:
those that thou gavest me I have
kept, and none of them is lost, but
the son of perdition; that the Scrip-
ture might be fulfilled.

13 And now come I to thee; and
these things I speak in the world,
thaf they might have my joy fulfilled
ia ves.

14 I have given them thy word;
and the world hath hated them, be-
caure they are not of the world, even
as I am not of the world.

15 1 pray not that thou shouldest
take them.out of the world, but that
thg)lu shouldest keep them from the
evil.

16 They are not of the world, even
as I am not of the world.

17 Sanctify them through the
truth : thy word is truth.
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18 As thou hast sent me into the
world, even so have I also sent them !
into the world. :

19 And for their sakes I sanctify :
myself, that they also might be sanc- |
tified through the truth.

20 Neither pray I for these alone, |
but for them also which shall believe
on me through their word ;

21 That they all may be onc; as
thou, Father, art in me, and I in :
thee, that they also may be one in '
us: that the world may believe that ;
thou hast sent me. ;

22 And the glory which thou gavest
me I have given them; that thev .
may be one, cven as we are one: _

23 I in them, and thou in me,
that they may be made perfect in |
one; and that the world may know
that thou hast sent me, and hast
loved them, as thou hast loved me.

24 Father, I will that they also,
whom thou hast given me, be with ;
me where I am; that they may be- |
hold my glory, which thou hast given i
me: for thou lovedst me before the
foundation of the world. !

25 O righteous Father, the world !
hath not known thee: but I have
known thee, and these have known
that thou hast sent me.

26 And I have declared unto them !

Thive own nation and the chief priests
have delivered thee unto me: what
hast thou done ?

36 Jesus answered, My kingdom
is not of this world : if my kingdom
were of this world, then would my
servants fight, that I shounld not be
delivered to the Jews: but now is my
kilgdom not from hence.

37 Pilate therefore said unto him,
Art thou a king then ? Jesus answered,
Thou sayest thatIam a king. To
this end was I born, and for this cause
came I into the world, that I should
bear witnessunto the truth. Every one
that is of the truth heareth my voice.

38 Pilate saith unto him, What is
truth? Aod when he had said this,
he went out again unto the Jews, and

saith unto them, I find in him no
fault af all,
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39 But ve have a custom, that I
should release unto you one at the |
passover: will ve theaefore that T}
release unto vou the King of the
Jews? i

40 Then cried they all again, say- |
ing, Not this maun, but Barabbas.

CHAPTER XIX.

HENXN Pilate therefore took Jesus,
and scourged Aim. E

of thorns, and put i# oo his head, and
they put on him a purple robe,

3 And said, Hail, King of the
Jews! and they smote bim with their
hands.
