13 § When Pilate therefore heard |
that saying, he brought Jesus forth,
and sat down in the judgment seat in
a place that is called the Pavement,
but in the Hebrew, Gabbatha.

14 And it was the preparation of
the passover, and about the sixth
hour: and Le saith unto the Jews,
Behold your King!

15 But they cried out, Away with
him, away with Aim, crucify him.
Pilatc saith unto them, Shall I erucify
vour King? The chief priests an-
swered, We have no king but Cesar. i

16 Then delivered he him thercfore
unto them to be crucified. And they !
took Jesus, and led /im away.

17 And he bearing Lis cross went
forth into a place called the place of a
skull, which is called in the Ilebrew
Golgotha :

18 Where they crucified him, and
two others with him, on either side
ooe, and Josus in the midst.

19 9 And Pilate wrote a title, and |
put & on the eross. And the writin
was, JESUS OF NAZARETH TH
KING OF THE JEWS,

20 This titlo then read many of
the Jews; for the place where Jesus
was crucified was nigh to the city:

and it was written in Hebrew, and
Greek, and Latin.

21 Then said tho chief priests of
the Jews to Pilate, Write not, The
King of the Jews; but that he said, |

I am King of the Jews. :
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22 Pilate answered, What I have }

23 € Then the soldiers, when they i F
had crucified Jesus, took his garments, | -
and made four parts, to every soldier | L 4
a part; and also Ais coat: now the ' Zg
coat was without seam, woven from |
the top throughout. i

24 They said therefore among |
themselves, Let us not rend it, but |
cast lots for it, whose it shall be: |
that the Scripture might be fulfilled, |
which saith, They parted my raiment |
among them, and for my vesture they |
did cast lots. These things therefore !
the soldiers did. §

25 € Now there stood by the cross |
of Jesus his mother, and his mother’s !
sister, Mary the wife of Cleophas, and |
Mary Magdalene. |

26 When Jesus therefore saw his &

mother, and the disciple standing by,
whom he loved, he saith unto his
mother; Woman, behold thy son !

27 Then saith he to the disciple,
Behold tby mother! And from that
hour that disciple took her unto his
own home.

28 4 After this, Jesus knowing that
all things were now accomplished,

that the Scripture might be fulfilled,
saith, I thirst.

29 Now there was set a vessel full
of vinegar: and they filled a sponge
with vinegar, and put i upon hyssop,
and put i to his mouth.

30 When Jesus therefore had
received the vinegar, he said, It is
finished : and he bowed his head, and
gave up the ghost.

31 The Jews therefore because it
was the preparation, that the bodies
should not remain upon the cross on
the sabbath day, (for that sabbath
day was a high day,) besought Pilate
that their legs might be broken, and
that they might be taken away. |
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32 Then came the soldiers, and ;
brake the legs of the first, and of the !
other which was crucified with him. ;

33 But when they came to Jesus, ¢
and saw that he was dead aireudy, |
thev brake not his legs:

34 But one of the soldicrs with a
gpear pierced his side, and forthwith
camie there out blood and water. i

35 And he that saw s bare record, !
and his record is truc; aud le
knoweth that he suith true, that ye
might believe.

36 For these things were done,
that the Scripture should be fulfilled,
A bone of him shall not be broken.

37 And again another Scripture
saith, They shall look on him whom
they pierced.

38 % And after this Joseph of
Arimathea, being a disciple of Jesus,
Lut secretly for fear of the Jews,
besought Pilate that he might take
away the body of Jesus: and Pilate
gave Aim Jeave.  Ile came therefore,
aud took the body of Jesus,

3% And there cume also Nicode-
mus, (which at the first came to Jesus
by night,) and brought a mixture of |
myrrh and alves, about a hundred :
pound sceight. {

40 Then took they the body of |
Jesus, and wound it in linen clothes ’

ereated there was a garden; and in
the garden & now sepulchre, wherein
was pever man yot laid.

42 Thore laid they Jesus therefore
becanse of the Jews’ preparation day;

CHAPTER XX.
HE first duy of the woek cometh
) Mary Magdalene early, when
it was yet dark, unto the scpulchre,
and seeth the stone taken away from
the sepulchre.
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2 Then she runneth, and cometh
to Simon Peter, and to the other
disciple, whom Jesus loved, and saith
unto them, They have taken away
the Lord out of the sepulchre, and
we know not where they have laid
him.

Jesus had lain. |

13 And they say unto her, Woman,
why weepest thou? She saith unto
them, Because they have taken away
my Lord, and I know not where they
have laid him.

and came first to the sepulchre. l

She turned herself, and saith unto
him, Rabboni; which is to say, Master. !

17 Jesus saith unto her, Touch me
not; for T am not yet ascended to my | %
Father: but go to my Lrethren, and | &
say unto them, I ascend unto my | %2
Father, and your Father; and fo my .
God, and your God. ;

18 Mary Magdalene came and told .
the disciples that she had seen the
Lord, and that he had spoken these -
things unto her. :

19 9§ Then the same day at evening,
being the first day of the week, when
thedoors were shut where the disciples
were assembled for fear of the Jews,
came Jesus ond stood in the midst, and |
saith unto them, Peace be unto you. |

20 And when he had so said, he :
shewed unto them Ais hands and his
side. Then were the disciples glad,
when they saw the Lord.

21 Then said Jesus to them again, |
Peace be unto vou: as my Father
hath sent me, even so send I you. l

22 And when he had said this, he |
Lreathed on fhem, and saith unto
them, Receive ve the Holy Ghost:

23 Whoscsoever sius ve remit, they
are remitted unto them; and whoseso- |
cver mine yo retain, they are retained. |

24 € But Thomas, one of the twelve,
called Didymus, was not with them
when Jcsus came.

25 The other disciples therefore said
noto him, We have seen the Lord.
But he said unto them, Except I shall
see in his hands the print of the nails,
and put my finger into the print of
the nails, and thrust my hand into
his side, I will not believe.
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26 € And after cight days again his
disciples were vntlnn and Thomas |
with them: then came Te~us, the doors |
being shut, and stood in the midst, |
and said, Peace 4¢ unto vou

27 Then saith he to Thomas, Reach
hither thy finger, and behold my |
hands; and xeach hither thy hand,
and thrust ¢/ into my side; and be not
faithless, but believing. !

28 And Thomas answered and said |
unto him, My Lord and my God.

29 Jesus saith unto him, Thomas,
because thou hast seen me, thou hast :

19 This spake he, signifying by’
what death he should glorify God.

20 Then Peter, turning about, seeth ’
the disciple whom Jesus loved follow-
ing; which also leaned on his breast
at supper, and said, Lord, which is
he that betrayeth thee ?

21 Peter sceing him saith to Jesus, |

among the brethren, that that disciple
should not die: yet Jesus said not
unto him, He shagl not die; but, If
I will that he tarry till I come, what
18 that to thee ?

24 This is the disciple which testi-
fieth of these things, and wrote these
things: and we know that his testi-
mony is true.

25 And there are also many other
things which Jesus did, the which, if
they should be written every one, Ii
suppose that even the world itself
could not contain the books that
should be written. Amen.
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
